Introduction This film looks at the potential effects of global warming and how it may lead to sudden, dramatic change in the earth’s climate (these have evidently occurred before but the actual sequences in the film are open to conjecture).

Watch the film – enjoy it, but throughout the viewing, think whether events are potentially possible and look for evidence of the science behind the events (after all, science is essentially basis behind the way we explain things).

Pay particular attention to the following:

The mammoth in the museum – what is significant about it?

How the huge storms are able to be responsible for the sudden cooling of the globe. Why were they able to be so big?
The ‘tidal wave/storm surge that hits New York – do these actually happen?
