	Germination
	When seeds begin to grow into a seedling.

	Seed
	Embryo plant

	Embryo
	The tiny plant inside the seed

	Testa
	Seed coat

	Plumule
	Seedling shoot

	Radicle
	Seedling root

	Viable
	(Living) a seed able to germinate

	Dormancy
	A resting stage before germination , growth begins

	Scarification
	Chipping the seed coat to help the seed to germinate

	Stratification
	Chilling seeds in order to break dormancy so they can germinate

	Propagation
	The production of new plants

	Pricking out
	Moving seedlings from their first container to another with more space and nutrients.

	Seedling
	Young plant that has been grown from seed

	Thinning
	Removal of some plants from a row to leave room for others to grow.

	Transplant
	To plant a young plant in its final growing position

	Harden off
	Gradually getting seedlings or plants used to the outside conditions

	Damping off
	Disease of seedlings caused by fungi

	Cotyledon
	The seed leaves

	Annual
	Plants that grow, seed and die in one year.

	Biennial
	Plants that complete their life cycle in two years

	Perennial
	Plants that grow and reproduce for many years.

	Fertilisation
	When a male cell fuses with a female cell

	Pollination
	Pollen grains are transferred from the anther to the stigma

	Asexual reproduction
	Reproduction from parts of the plant other than the seed eg stems, leaves, roots.

	Sexual reproduction
	Reproduction in which male and female cells join

	Bottom heat
	Warmth supplied underneath plants to help roots to develop.

	Budding
	A method of grafting using a bud instead of a large piece of scion wood

	Cambium
	Actively growing layer of cells in a stem or a root

	Cold frame
	A box with a sheet of glass over the top used to raise seedlings

	Corm
	A short fleshy underground stem which can be used for vegetative propagation

	Cutting
	A piece of root, stem or leaf from which a new plant is propagated

	Division
	A method of vegetative propagation in which plant structure are broken apart. Each part form roots.

	Node
	 Where a leaf joins a stem

	Rhizome
	A thickened storage stem that grows just under the soil surface

	Runner
	A shoot that grows horizontally producing new plants at the nodes

	Seedling
	The young plant that has grown from a seed

	Tuber
	A swollen underground stem or root
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
